Completely remove any moisture or foreign materials on the
underside of the pan or plate, as well as on the heater and heat
shield plate. Failure to do so may cause food burning or fire.

5 Cleaning and Maintenance

@ Clean only after unplugging the power plug and allowing the appliance to cool.
@ Clean with a soft sponge or cloth.
